	PASTORAL MATTERS




Vertical Form Class

Your son has no doubt filled you in on which teachers he has for what subjects but may not have informed you who his vertical form teacher is. For students in years 7-10 especially, vertical form provides a real security and is the primary unifying unit within the College. Your son’s VFT teacher should be your first point of contact for any pastoral (or curriculum) concerns, or queries. 

All vertical forms have a Prefect in their class as well as at least one peer support leader. This provides a “student” perspective on up and coming events. The prefects are able to explain the significance of traditional St Paul’s events such as the Inaugural Mass and the athletics and swimming days.  They also become a senior role model who the younger students will know. 

It is vital that right from the beginning of the year parents keep in contact with VFT teachers and inform them of any incidents of bullying, misbehaviour or even just concerns or questions that may arise.

VALUABLE ITEMS

Reminder please that we don’t encourage students to bring valuable phones and MP3 players to school. If they do they need to remain switched off in bags during the day. Please too could I encourage you to name all your son’s belongings – this will help ensure things don’t get swapped mistakenly and discourage any potential theft.

UNIFORM

ABSENCES

If your son is going to be absent through illness, please phone through to the School and leave a message. On your sons first day back to school he should have a note from you for his vertical form teacher.

If your son is not going be at school for any reason other than illness, permission needs to be sought from the Principal.

INFORMATION ABOUT YOUR SON

If there is anything that may affect your son’s learning, it is vital that the College be informed. Often things happening outside of school impact on behaviour and well being. Having some knowledge of these things can be really beneficial in dealings staff may have. For general things your son’s vertical form teacher is the first person who could be contacted. For confidential things please contact Mr Caltaux, the Deputy Principal, Mrs Silipa, the Guidance Counsellor, or Mr Rice, the Principal.

CELL PHONES
Cell Phones are permitted at school if they are required by your son to arrange transport etc. The guidelines are that they remain off and in bags during the day. 
STUDENT APPEARANCE

A request please that parents ensure their sons are presenting themselves correctly when walking to and from school. There is no bigger advertisement of the College and it is vital that what the public see is representative of the standards set and expected. 2011 has began very well and the students uniform is almost perfect. Unfortunately there are a few who have returned with coloured hair and this need to be fixed.

	MESSAGE FROM THE HEALTH CENTRE


Summer is a time when skin infections can be a problem. Skin infections such as boils, school sores and infected cuts can be serious, and lead to blood poisoning, kidney damage and bone infections if not treated.

You can reduce skin infections by:

· Keeping fingernails short and clean

· Avoid insect bites by using insect repellent especially if outside in the evening

· Clean and cover cuts and scrapes

· Wash all over daily with soap and wear cool, loose clothing

If a skin infection does not start to heal in a few days or gets worse, or if there is redness around the sore you should see your doctor, or the school nurse. Often, skin infection treatment is free under ACC.  If it is difficult for you to take your son to the doctor, contact the school nurse who will help.

Skin infections can be spread between students so we ask that all skin infections are covered with clean plasters at school.
